Projekt LHASA (Large Housing Areas Stabilisation Action) byl podan do 2. vyzvy iniciativy Interreg IlIB
CADSES. Tento projekt je zaméfen na problematiku rozsahlych obytnych celkd, na jejich stabilizaci, zkvalit-
néni prostfedi a dal$i rozvoj pinohodnotného Zivota jejich obyvatel. DulezZity je zde tedy nejen aspekt urbanis-
ticko-architektonicky a stavebné technicky, ale pfedevSim socialni a ekonomicky.

V ramci celého prostoru CADSES predstavuji rozsahlé obytné celky, ¢asto situované na periferiich velkych
mést, velmi dulezitou oblast pro zajisténi budouci kvality Zivota v urbanizovanych tzemich.

Ve vychodni a stfedni Evropé, kde nasSlo svij domov v panelovych sidliStich okolo 30 miliénd obyvatel,
pFestavuje tento zplsob bydleni dominantni podil. Zivot v panelovych sidlistich je provazen problémy, se
kterymi se uz zapadni Evropa, pfedevsim Francie, setkala. Jedna se pfedevsim o problémy socidlni segre-
gace, ktera je zakladnim problémem rozsahlych obytnych celkll. V €asti byvalého vychodniho Némecka,
v obrovskych prefabrikovanych sidlitnich celcich, se projevuje nyni zvySujici se nezaméstnanost, zhorSuje
se bezpecnost obyvatel.

V pfipadé sidlistnich celkll se tedy jedna nejen o fyzicky stav jednotlivych objektd, vefejné prostory mezi
domy a zpUsob jejich vyuziti, ale i o problémy socialni — migraci obyvatel, zvySenou kriminalitu apod.
Projekt LHASA je cilen na oba okruhy problému, zkuSenosti s regenera¢nimi procesy jak v italskych Benat-
kach, tak v némeckém Berliné a Lipsku jsou pfenaseny do oblasti vychodni a centraini Evropy. ZkuSenosti
v této oblasti zde byly mnohem dfive nez v obdobnych lokalitach v centralni a vychodni Evropé.

Tento zpUsob pfenosu informaci je pfinosny pro dalSi rozvoj rozsahlych obytnych celkd v kontextu tzemniho
planovani, vyvoje bytovych dom, zpusobu financovani a kvality Zivota.

Implementace zaverud projektu LHASA pfinese stabilizaci rozsahlych obytnych celkd integraci zonalniho pla-
novani, novych iniciativ v oblasti rekonstrukci obytnych dom( a moznosti nového vyuziti dozilych budoyv,
v neposledni fadé pak ve formé pilotnich projektl tykajicich se zvySeni zaméstnanosti a socialni stability.

The LHASA Project

The LHASA (Large Housing Areas Stabilisation Action) project was entered in the second call of the Interreg
I1IB CADSES initiative. This project aims to stabilise large housing areas and to develop the environment and
improve the quality of life for the inhabitants of such areas. In addition to the project’s urban architecture and
construction technology aspects, its social and economic dimensions are particularly important.

Throughout the CADSES area, large housing areas, often located at the periphery of major cities, are of great
importance for the future quality of life in urban areas.

In Eastern and Central Europe, prefabricated housing estates are dominant, giving home to about 30 million
inhabitants. Western Europe, especially France, has already seen the problems that accompany life in such
estates, in particular the fundamental problem of social segregation. The huge prefabricated housing areas in
parts of the former East Germany today show problems of rising unemployment and deteriorating safety.

In the case of housing estates, then, the main concerns are not only the physical condition of individual
buildings, the public spaces between them and the way they are used, but also social problems such as
migration and crime.

LHASA targets both categories of problems. Building on the experiences of Venice, as well as Berlin and
Leipzig, which have experienced a much faster transition process than their counterparts in Central and Eas-
tern Europe, the project will provide solutions for further development of those areas in the context of urban
planning, housing development, local economy and quality of life. Implementation of the conclusions of the
LHASA project will contribute to the stabilisation of large housing areas by integrated zoning plans, new ini-
tiatives for the reconstruction of the housing estates and possibilities to reuse vacant buildings, and through
pilot measures to improve employment and social inclusion.

Jak je patrné z pfedchoziho textu, mésto Plzen se zapojilo jako jediné z ¢eskych mést do mezinarodniho h
projektu LHASA a vénuje tak pozornost regeneraci rozlehlych obytnych celk, realizovanych v panelové tech-
nologii nejen v rdmci dotadniho titulu, vypsaného MMR CR, ale i v $ir§im kontextu evropskych zkusenosti.

V porovnani s ¢eskymi dotacnimi tituly se jedna v projektu LHASA o komplexné;jsi pfistup k otazce obyva-
telnosti a dalSi stabilizace rozsahlych obytnych uzemi, dliraz je kladen na zachovani a pfipadné zlepSovani
sociologickych kvalit Gzemi a na bezpecnost. Velky dliraz je kladen na analytickou ¢ast projektu.

Mésto Plzefi, zastoupené svoji prispévkovou organizaci Utvar koncepce a rozvoje mésta Plzné, se zapojilo
do projektu v ramci ,pracovnich balickd“ WP 1 a WP2. Na zakladé tzv. omezené vyzvy pak Plzen vyuzila
moznosti a pFihlasila se s Zadosti o rozsifeni a financovani z ERDF. Zadosti bylo na zékladé dosavadni dobré
spoluprace mezi vedoucim partnerem a méstem Plzni vyhovéno a mésto tak participuje i v rdmci ,pracovniho
balicku® WP4. Pfedmétem rozSifeni je pilotni projekt ,Park Vinice“. Ten vznikne na zakladé pozadavku, pro-
jednani s verejnosti konceptu planu a bude slouzit jako podklad pro realiza¢ni projekt. Vybér prave této loka-
lity a tohoto zaméru vychazi predevsim z pozadavk( obyvatel pfilehlého sidlisté Vinice, mistni samospravy
i ze zavérl schvaleného Programu rozvoje mésta Plzné a platného izemniho planu. V ramci projektu LHASA
by mél vzniknout koncept planu, ktery navrhne nové zelené plochy, vytvarné prvky a nové plochy pro sport
a hry.

22 500 EUR, je
financovano z ERDF a 7 500 EUR je vy€lenéno pro spolufinancovani z rozpo¢tu mésta.

As is clear from the above text, Pilsen is the only Czech city involved in the international LHASA project. It %
is thus addressing the issue of regenerating large prefabricated housing areas not only under the grant pro-
grammes of the Ministry for Regional Development of the Czech Republic, but also in the wider context of

the European experience. Compared to the Czech grant programmes, LHASA’s approach to the issue of the
habitability and further stabilisation of large housing areas is more comprehensive. The focus is on preserving

and, where possible, improving the social quality of these areas and on safety. Considerable emphasis is
placed on the analytical part of the project.

The City of Pilsen, represented by its contributory organisation the Pilsen Urban Planning and Development
Department, was involved in Work Packages WP 1 and WP 2 of the project. Under a “restricted call”, it then
took the opportunity to apply for an extension and funding from the ERDF. Thanks to the previous good
cooperation between the Lead Partner and Pilsen the application was accepted, so the city is now also par-
ticipating in WP4. The extension of the scheme will specifically consist in the development of the Vinice Park
pilot project, for which a conceptual plan will be drafted on the basis of public requests and debate to form
the groundwork for the implementation project documentation. The choice of this particular locality and this
particular plan stems primarily from the requests of the residents of the adjacent Vinice housing estate and the
local authority, as well as the conclusions of the Pilsen Development Programme and the relevant structure
plan. The LHASA project should generate a conceptual plan proposing new green spaces, design elements
and new areas for sports and games. Following consultations with the public and relevant experts, this plan
will form the basis for the implementation project. The costs of the pilot project are approximately EUR 25,000.
Pilsen’s total LHASA budget is EUR 30,000, of which 75%, i.e. EUR 22,500, is being funded by the ERDF and
EUR 7,500 has been earmarked for co-financing from the city budget.

Public Involvement in LHASA

The public was involved in LHASA through a project entitled “Parks for Vinice”, the aim of which was to consult
with the residents of Vinice on the nature and use of the parks to be created on the estate.

The following tools were employed in the publicity campaign for the planning and discussi-
on of the new parks:

® Information leaflets

® Press releases in the regional media

® Interviews with “key players”, i.e. representatives of private and state organisations and individuals active
on the Vinice housing estate.

The public consultation process took place in three phases:

®  Questionnaire

®  Public planning — A meeting was held to familiarise the residents of Vinice with the issue of the future
parks and, in an open discussion with the architect, to define proposals for the nature and use of the
parks.

®  Public consultation on the architectural design of the parks — This involved unveiling the architectural
designs for the two parks and presenting the results of the questionnaire, followed by a discussion.

Z 2 The discussion on the use and facilities of the Vinice parks took the form of a brainstorming session, with the
participants themselves proposing what facilities the parks should have and how they should be used. In this
discussion the participants took no account of potential limits (e.g. financial and spatial) that might rule out
some of the designs. In the second part of the discussion the participants got the opportunity to choose three

ideas that the parks should definitely contain.

The public meeting generated the following conclusions for the two parks:

Park No. 1 — Vinice:

A paved path + benches

A dog-walking route

Young people — a space where young people can get together (the participants suggested a clubhouse)
A cycleway

Senior citizens — a space for older people (a quiet zone)

Small children — a space for mothers and children

Park No. 2 — Na Chmelnicich

Dogs — a place to walk the dog

A path to the look-out tower

Open play areas — sports grounds

A skate park

Water — make use of the Kopecky spring
A cycleway

Not only will the future park be a destination for people looking to relax in the great outdoors, it will be an
important transit location for those heading from the town into the surrounding countryside. The transport
solution in the park and the transport links outside the defined boundaries will be tailored to this.

® Ahedge maze is to be installed in the open space between the existing sports ground and the children’s
playground. This is both an additional play element and a vegetation element.

To the west the park takes on a more rural look.

® The main organisational point of the western part is a relaxation area located at its focal point.

® The relaxation area will be situated either under trees or in a “green” (living) structure. The possibility of
installing meteorological instruments to make the place more attractive is being considered.

® The area around the relaxation area is radially divided into three open grassy spaces demarcated by
rows of “vineyards” . The grassy areas will be levelled out and will serve as multi-use zones. Play ele-
ments or sports facilities can be added and removed as required.

® The radial vineyards will contain ornamental species of vine on high wiring, allowing people to see and
walk through the rows. The undergrowth will consist of flowering herbs. Radial paths will lead through the
vineyards, connecting the relaxation area with a circular path.

The spine of the park will consist of a path (with lighting) for pedestrians and cyclists intersecting the entire
area from east to west. This will connect to a network of paths creating a walking route in the western part.
The paths inside the park will form a hierarchical system. The park will be equipped with simple furniture
(benches, litter bins and so on).

Na Chmelnicich is a narrow green strip bordered by paths, roads and a planned development. It is a valuable
green enclave among the prefabricated residential buildings of an expanding city.

The park is designed as a naturalistic space offering a host of opportunities for children’s activities and adult
relaxation. The spatial layout of the park and the use of its various parts are based on the varied nature of the
area. The natural look of the park is supported by the proposed architectural and vegetative modifications.

The existing open spaces will be transformed into maintained grassy meadows, which will be used for leisure

activities by visitors of various ages. The park is divided into four main spaces, each of which, with its diffe-
rently conceived surroundings, offers different kinds of use.

The eastern meadow is part of the community space — a promenade on the edge of the park. The meadow is %
intended as play area for children and adults. A hard-surfaced area with a three-row avenue of trees, benches

and a drinking fountain will act as a connecting quiet promenade. A cycleway separated by a free-growing
hedge runs around the perimeter of the area. The space will be protected from the Na Chmelnicich road by

a strip of vegetation.

Vizualizace vychodni louky
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i Centralni louka je volné uzemi ve stfedni ¢asti parku, které bude ponechano v pfirodnim charakteru. Z jihu je
lemovana naletovymi hajky, ze severu bude ohrani¢ena sadem a aleji na okraji parku. Intimni prostfedi louky
obklopené zeleni je navrzeno jako klidovy prostor pro odpoc€inek, slunéni, piknikovani apod.

Kopeckého louka ma vyjime€nou polohu. Je to severni vybézek Gzemi, ktery navazuje na pfirodni pamatku
Kopeckého pramene a tvofi zaroven jeji ochranné pasmo. Na nejvySe polozeném misté bude modelovanim
terénu vytvorena vyhlidka. Volny prostor louky nabizi pousténi drakd, v zimé pak bobovani a sarikovani z na-
vrSeného kopce. Na okraji je plocha doplnéna houpackami a kladami na sezeni. Uvazuje se o pfevedeni Ko-
peckého pramene zpét do Lochotinského parku, aby mohl protékat i vychodni ¢asti parku Na Chmelnicich.

E]E The central meadow is an open area in the central part of the park, which will be left in its natural state. To the
south it is bounded by coppices. To the north it will be bordered by an orchard and an avenue of trees on the
edge of the park. The intimate environment of the meadow, surrounded by vegetation, is designed as a quiet
space for relaxing, sunbathing, picnicking and the like.

The Kopecky meadow has an exceptional location. It is a northern spur of land linking up with the Kopecky
spring natural heritage site and simultaneously forming a zone of protection for it. A vantage point will be cre-
ated at the highest point by sculpting the terrain. The open space of the meadow provides somewhere to fly
kites and, in the winter, to sledge down the man-made hill. At its edge there is an area with swings and logs
to sit on. Thought is being given to moving the Kopecky spring back into Lochotinsky park so that it can also
flow through the eastern part of Na Chmelnicich park.

Vizualizace Kopeckého louky
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Zapadni louka je volny prostor téméf na konci parku. Od zapadu bude louka chranéna izolaénim pasem :
vysazeného lesniho porostu a od sidlisté Vinice konstrukci chmelnice s popinavymi rostlinami. Prostor louky

s pfilehlou mlatovou plochou pro pobyt (lavi€ky, pitko) i hry (petanque) a s vyletni restauraci pro obc&erstveni

se stane centrem spole€enského setkavani. Navazujici travnata plocha nabizi neomezeny pohyb a vyuZiti

pro navstévniky i jejich ¢tyfnohé milacky. Je vychozim mistem k dalSim pFirodnim lokalitam.

V zapadni asti parku je navrzena vyletni restaurace.

The western meadow is an open area almost at the end of the park. It will be protected from the west by a belt EE
of trees and from Vinice housing estate by a hop garden with climbing plants. The meadow — with an adjacent
hard-surfaced area for resting (benches, drinking fountain) and playing (pétanque) and with a restaurant ser-

ving refreshments — will become a centre for social gatherings. The connecting grassy area provides unres-
tricted movement and use for visitors and their four-legged friends. It is a point of departure for other natural
localities. In the western part a restaurant is proposed

h Stred Uzemi (s ohledem na navaznost na sportovni areal TJ Plzen-Kosutka a dochazkovou
vzdalenost) byl vybran pro herni aktivity:

®  hfiSté pro rekreacni miCové hry - hfisté pro rekreacni sporty (nohejbal, odbijena) a prostor se ,skalou pro
horolezeni“. Herni plochy budou vzajemné oddéleny zelenymi pasy.

®  hfiSté pro malé déti - je pocitano s oplocenym prostorem a specialnim vybavenim hernimi prvky pro malé
déti - piskovisté, pruzinova houpadla, kladové a zavésné houpacky, koloto€, skluzavka, herni sestava
s vézemi, zebfiky, lanovymi sitémi (hrad) apod. Plochy budou doplnény lavic¢kami a vhodnou vysadbou
zelené.

®  hfiSté pro starSi vékovou kategorii - pro star$i déti a mladez je navrzen samostatny herni areal se sito-
vym programem. Jedna se o dimyslny lanovy systém ve variabilnim prostorovém feseni, ktery splfiuje
potfeby hernich aktivit starSich déti a je pro né velmi atraktivni.

e dale volné umisténé herni objekty - pfi prochazce parkem mohou déti nalézat herni prvky (houpacky,
pristfesky, kladiny) rozmisténé v prostoru parku. Zamérem je nabidnout détem k hernim aktivitam i jina
zajimava mista v parku, nez jsou détska hristé.

e V arealu détského hfisté je umisténo socialni zafizeni s mistnosti pro spravce.

Jednotlivé ¢asti parku propojuje patefni pési cesta, ktera prochazi celym tzemim od vychodu k zapadu. Ces-
ty vedené napfi¢ Uzemim propojuji park se sidli§tém Vinice, stézejni je severojizni cesta ze stfedu sidliste,
ktera vede hernim arealem, okolo fotbalového hfisté, v blizkosti Kopeckého pramene a pokracuje dale na
sever. P&Si cesty jsou navrzeny s mlatovym povrchem.

Celym Uuzemim prochazi rovnéz asfaltova cesta pro cyklisty a bruslare.

Park bude vybaven jednoduchym parkovym mobiliafem. Parkové lavicky budou jednoduché, na kovové
kostfe pfipevnéné drevéné foSny v pfirodni barvé. Odpadkové koSe budou obdobné, kombinace kovové
vlozky a dfevéného obalu.

=J= The centre of the area (given that it adjoins the TJ Plzen KoSutka sports ground and is within
walking distance of the estate) has been chosen for games activities:

®  ball courts — courts for recreational sports (football tennis, volleyball) and a climbing wall. The courts will
be separated by strips of vegetation.

e playground for small children — a fenced-off space with special play equipment for small children is plan-
ned — a sandpit, spring riders, seesaws, swings, a roundabout, a slide and a play castle with towers, lad-
ders, rope nets, etc. The areas will be equipped with benches and planted with appropriate vegetation.

e playground for older children — a separate adventure playground has been designed for older children
and young people. This is an ingenious system of ropes and nets which meets the play needs of older
children and which they will love.

e freely located play items — while wandering through the park children will find play elements (swings,
shelters, beams) distributed around the park. The aim is to provide kids with other interesting play areas
in the park outside the playgrounds.

®  Sanitary facilities and a warden’s office are located in the playground area.

The individual parts of the park are interlinked by a spinal footpath running east to west through the entire
area. Paths running across the area connect the park with Vinice housing estate. The most important of these
is the north-south path leading from the centre of the estate, through the play area, around the football pitch,
close by the Kopecky spring and on to the north. The footpaths have been designed with a hard surface. A
tarmac path for cyclists and rollerbladers also runs across the entire area.

The park will be equipped with simple park furniture. The park benches will be simple, consisting of natural

wood slats attached to a metal frame. The litter bins will be a similar combination of metal inserts and a wo-
oden casing.

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h Projekt se v sou¢asné dobé nachazi ve fazi zpracovani studii parku v€etné spoluprace s verejnosti a projed-
nani. DalSim pfedpokladanym krokem je pfiprava zadani, zpracovani a schvaleni projektové dokumentace
parku a jeho nasledna realizace a dokoncéeni. Tyto nasledné ¢innosti budou realizované pfedevsim podle
moznosti rozpoc¢tu mésta Plzné.

Za nultou etapu realizace parkl na Vinicich Ize povazovat planovanou vysadbu stromu na zastinéni hfist,
které byly jiz sou€asti feSeného uzemi parku (€ast A — Vinice). Realizace této vysadby byla planovana jiz
v prubéhu zadani a zpracovani studii a bude provedena v duchu zpracované studie. Tato nulta etapa bude
realizovana Méstskym obvodem Plzer 1.

E'g The project is currently in the study preparation phase, which includes consultations with the public and dis-
cussions. The next planned step is the specification, preparation and approval of the project documentation
for the park and its subsequent implementation and completion. The implementation of these subsequent
activities will depend primarily on the funding available from the City of Pilsen budget.

The planned planting of trees to shade the playgrounds which already stand on the park area (part A — Vi-
nice) can be viewed as phase zero of the implementation of the Vinice parks. This planting is planned to be
implemented during the specification and preparation of the studies and will be executed in the spirit of the
pertinent study. This phase zero will be implemented by the Pilsen 1 city district.

Our assessment of participating in LHASA is entirely positive. In particular, its methodological management
method can be regarded as a clear asset.
